Eligibility Requirements, Terms, and Instructions

Christ Episcopal Church Education Scholarship has annually been assisting Charlevoix area
high school graduating seniors to participate with post-secondary education. This scholarship
opportunity was introduced to the local high school community in 2011.

Members of Christ Episcopal Church embraced the scholarship program and have helped
provide annual awards to 46 students.

This year, Christ Episcopal Church will award up to three (3) $1,000.00 scholarships. While 2
year and 4 year college students most often apply, students pursuing
vocational/technical study resulting in a degree or certification from a credentialed
institution/program ARE INCLUDED as eligible applicants.

ADDITONALLY, included in this offering of 3 scholarships, is one dedicated to any
student with intent to study for a MEDICALLY-RELATED degree.

This includes, but is not limited to, physician in any medical discipline (including veterinary), nursing,
dentistry, Emergency Medical practitioner, credentialed therapy practitioner e.g., speech, occupational,
physical, respiratory, cardiology and X-ray/imaging, phlebotomy/lab & oncology tech, and pharmaceutical
(INCLUDING research).

Pursuant Careers in PHARMECEUTICAL or MEDICAL EQUIPMENT SALES ARE NOT ELIGIBLE for this
application.

All applications must be received or postmarked by April 07, 2026.

Eligibility Requirements

1. Graduating seniors must attend high school full-time in Charlevoix County.

2. Applicants must be in good academic standing.

3. Applicants must submit a fully completed application postmarked by the deadline.

4. Applicants must plan to attend an accredited college, university, or technical school (not
limited to the state of Michigan) in the fall of 2026.

An essay, with a maximum of 500 words, explaining your career
aspirations/goals and how higher education will assist you in achieving these
goals.

A copy of a letter of acceptance from the school/credentialed agency/program
you plan to attend in the fall (or acceptance letters from schools you are
considering)

A copy of your Free Application Federal Student Aid (FAFSA), including the
Expected Family Contribution (EFC).

Award Process

The Christ Episcopal Church Education Scholarship Ministry will review all complete
applications received by the deadline. Scholarship recipients will be selected on the basis of
financial need, scholastic achievement, the essay as well as involvement in school and
community activities. All information included in the application will be held in confidence nor
is it shared in any form with other groups.
